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Milton was right. The choice of every lost soul can be expressed in the words “Better to reign in Hell than serve in Heaven.” 

There is always something the wandering insist on keeping, even at the price of misery. Sometimes the lack of creativity and 

backward motion simply “works” for some people. There is always something they prefer to joy-that is, to reality. CS Lewis adds 

that, there are only two kinds of people in the end: those who say to God, “Thy will be done,” and those to whom God says, in 

the end, “Thy will be done.” All that are in Hell choose it. Maybe God never sends people into death, we simply get there on our 

own steam. No soul that seriously and constantly desires joy will ever miss it. Those who seek will find. Those who knock and 

keep on knocking will in the end have the door opened. The church must stop asking God to bless what we are doing. We have 

had this funny way of acting in ways that are within our comfort zone and then in retrospect inquiring of God to do that which we 

ask of Him as though God is a genie in bottle or a circus dog. Jesus is a wild and untame lion. It’s time we look and keep looking 

for the new things God is wishing to do with us as individuals as well as in faith communities. 

 

It’s been said (and I don’t even remember by whom) that church folk will often bicker over doctrine, fight and die for tradition 

and preference and ignore reality. Ouch. I think that might be true even in my own life more times than I want to admit. When we 

are a part of God’s mission of risking to reach out (as opposed to our comfortable place in church) into a broken world we have 

to maintain to conviction without bickering, hold loosely our comfort and tradition and have our eyes painfully wide open to the 

truth.  

 

There are a few things that I’m holding close to my heart that will help us to do that in our District together: 

 

1. We are going to be gathering to pray for God’s movement on February as United Methodists on February 25
th

 at Hope 

Ridge UMC at 7:00. Join us in asking God to empower our lives with a fresh wind. 

2. We are holding a District Training Event for lay people and pastors to help fan passionate faith and equip people for 

ministry. It will be a part of our Spring Conference on April 17, 2010 at the Mentor UMC from 10-2:30. There will be 

twenty workshops from gifted leaders from around our conference where you can spread out as a church family and 

individuals may choose two workshops (one before lunch and the other afterward). I’m praying and hoping for all our 

churches to be represented and for you to bring 10% of your worshipping congregation. Please begin inviting people 

now and check out specifics in this issue! 

3. The reorganizing of our District Compass Groups. Each group represented by their leader had a day were we 

reconfigured the Compass Groups so that churches that are geographically closer as well as more similar in size. Our 

hope is that it would facilitate more lay people being invited and attending as well as closer work and accountability as 

we work toward real Spirit filled life.
